 Promoting and offering grassroots youth sports 

By amalgamating facilities, the community centres plan to: 

 Replace aging facilities with a new, energy efficient facility 
 Combine resources (funds, staff, equipment, etc.) to address sustainability 
 Remove duplication of programming, volunteer positions, etc. 
 Provide the first regulation sized gymnasium in the Assiniboia Community Centre District. 
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
